After some FS citizens suggested 

that his journals would make a good 

book, Brian developed the journals 

into New Pilgrim Chronicles (NPC), 

to reach a broader audience.   

NPC examines what Wright calls the 

Big Universal Problem (BUP), 

which he takes to mean the 

depletion of human energy via 

systematic injustice.  “BUP is what 

many commonly call ‘tyranny.’” 

SNaP the BUP ____  
In libertarian circles, the 

nonaggression principle—no one 

has the right to initiate force on 

another, for any reason—has been 

well presented by a long tradition of 

distinguished writers and activists. 

Wright advocates raising the 

nonaggression principle to a 

spiritual calling, something human 

beings apply as their highest priority 

on any political issue. 

Thus, one of the key insights NPC 

makes is what Wright calls the 

Sacred Nonaggression Principle 

(SNaP).  Sacred here means 

worthy of the utmost respect and 

veneration.  Hence the shorthand 

phrase “SNaP the BUP,” which we 

may hope reaches memetic status.
